To give you a kind of snapshot of one bit of ChaistAid’s work, I'd like you to come with me to Vs

the small town of Gbap in Sierra Leone. Sierra leeisrone of the poorest and hungriest countries in
the world; more than half the population live osd¢han 80p a day, and ten years of a brutal wail

have severely hampered development. Christian ey focuses its efforts via a local partner
organization that already exists, and which kndvesrteeds of the communities among whom they
work. The Methodist Church of Sierra Leone (MCSti.pne such grouping; and with Christian Aid’'s
assistance it looked at the very low level of fargnoutput in the region, and encouraged the
community to set up a food-production group, makisg of basic tools to cultivate the floodplain
outside Gbap. In this way they developed a commuocalfarm, as well as an area for growing cassava.

Once secure in being fed, the people were ableolotbeyond mere survival to start to take theiarfeit
into their own hands. MCSL encouraged them to pet village development committee through which
to make their voices heard. They lobbied for goment funding to improve life in Gbap, and are now
building an agricultural work centre to processpheduce from the farm so that a higher price may b
sought when it is sold in the local market. In &éddithe children now have a new school to repthee
old one which was structurally unsafe and riddleith wermites as well as being too small. In additio
MCSL is working with 63 other communities arounerga Leone.

And around the world Christian Aid is continuingdive people the tools with which to help
themselves. They don’t come in and impose theasden others; they help local groupings to decide
for themselves how Christian Aid’s assistance mest be used. But they need our help, especially as
the ongoing recession and other factors mean thastizin Aid’s work may in the future be severely
hampered. So please give me your usual warm welcbange or small, your donations will be put to
good use, | can promise you that.
